4. GROUPS

The competition will be played in three groups of four teams.

5. Technical points
5.1. Player Numbers
Each player has a designated shirt number.

Players not allowed changing their shirt number during the championship.

5.2. Substitutions

Five players can substitute during each match. Maximum three moments are possible for substitution. After extra time a 6th substitute is possible.
5.3. Sanctions:

Yellow Cards

Yellow cards will be cumulative. Two yellow cards mean the player will miss the next match. Single yellow cards will be nullified after the group phase.
Red Cards

Red cards at any time during the championship will result in a minimum of one match suspension. The final duration of the suspension will be decided by the
Technical Jury.



5.4. Technical Area

There will be a technical area in front of each bench. All personnel (max. 14 at all - 9 substitutes / 5 staff) on the bench have to respect this technical area. Only the

coaches (one at a time) permitted to give instructions to the players during the match.

Note:

Persons suspended by the Technical Jury (players and staff) are not permitted to sit on the bench.

Once these 14 persons designated and noted on the referee’s report form, no replacement allowed.

5.5. Ranking.

The ranking of each team in each group will be determined as follows:

1. Greatest number of points obtained in all group matches;

2. Goal difference in all group matches;

3. Greatest number of goals scored in all group matches.

4. Result of direct match between the teams;

5. Drawing of lots.

IF TWO OR MORE TEAMS ARE EQUAL IN THE DIFFERENT POOLS
(with deduction of the results against teams 4th in the group):

1. Greatest number of points obtained in the group matches between the teams concerned;

2. Goal difference resulting from the group matches between the teams concerned;

3. Greater number of goals scored in all group matches between the teams concerned;

4. Drawing of lots.

5.6. Protests.

Protests must be written, signed and hand in by the Chief of Mission, accompanied with € 100,-. The OCR must receive the written Protest and the fee latest by 09:00

hrs the day after match day. Teams must notify the OCR& CSC of the intention to protest.

Note:

A match official (referee’s) judgment call cannot be appealed.
