In Ouagadougou, during
our General Assembly, an Italian military airplane unloaded sports
equipment, as the first step of a new initiative called “Military Sport
Aid": 3 project for a concrete action to provide countries in need
with sports materials, goods, medicines etc. transported by military
planes and ships. Our challenge is to continue developing this and
other worthy solidarity initiatives and joint projects with governments,

organisations, institutions, International federations and partners wha

share the same goals.

After the first Seminar in Mantova, Italy, CISM organised in cooperation
with the International Olympic Committee and the Indian Olympic
Association, the International Forum on “Sport for Peace” in Hyderabad,
demonstrating once more that Military Sport is a tremendous tool in the'
hands of the modern society, to promate mutual understanding and
peace, against all kinds of intolerance and violence. The great success of
the event was underlined also by the 10C, which defined the Forum as!
“the bestever”. The text of the final declaration, signed by all participants,
urges all national and international stakeholders to take action. So,
linvite you all, dear friends, to think about the text, spread its message®
and improve awareness and knowledge on the subject among yous

countries” authorities.
Our Organisation also welcomed three new member nations

Bangladesh, Bosnia-Herzegovina and Montenegro. On the eve of its
60" anniversary, CISM has become a major international organisation
of which we can be proud and that is far from having reached its full

development potential.

On African soil

On the occasion of the 62 General Assembly, the CISM family had
traveled to the capital of Burkina Faso, Ouagadougou. One needs to go
to Africa to feel what the real warmth of Cism Friendship through sport
means. On that occasion, CISM could confirm its dominant position in
Africa by making the sport and political leaders of the African continent
aware of its peace building potential.

CISM was originally set up immediately after the Second World War.
Since then, it has brought military athletes together on the sports field
instead of the battle field.

Countries are joining CISM in ever greater numbers. This year alone,
we welcomed four new member nations: Bangladesh, Bosnia-
Herzegovina, Malaysia and Montenegro.

India — a milestone in our history

And in 2007 also, CISM passed the milestone of the100-participating
countries. Indeed, the Military World Games held in India brought
together the Armed Forces of 101 different nations. Never in world
history have so many servicemen and women from so many different
countries met in peace and friendship. Another satisfaction in the 4t
CSM Military World Games was the high representation of women.
Actually, more than 25% of the participants were female athletes
competing on a very high level.

Thanks to India, it was all one big brotherly party. Thank you India!
India passed the baton to Brazil, organising country of the Military
World Games in 2011. For the next few years, the eyes of Military
sport will focus on Rio de Janeiro, the pearl of the South-American
continent.

Sport and Peace

For the non-insiders, “Soldiers fighting for peace” sounds like a
contradiction in terms! Well actually, it is not. As General Douglas
McArthur (1880-1964) so brilliantly put it: “The Soldier, above all
other people, prays for peace, for he must suffer and bear the deepest
wounds and scars of war”.

Thanks to its military status and particularly to its completely neutral
position, CISM is becoming an increasingly appealing partner in the
field of “Sport and Peace”.

he most important solidarity action completed in 2007 was

undoubtedly the Solidarity Travelling Plan to the 4™ CISM Military

World Games. Finishing the program with three times as many
beneficiary countries compared to the 2003 MWG in Catania, the project
has demonstrated how synergies can effectively serve solidarity.
Thanks to resources coming from different partners including CISM,
the 10C, and CISM member nations, the project covered 62 tickets
from 31 different capitals to Hyderabad, host city of the Games.
Apart from this splendid demonstration, other actions were taken
during this fantastic year for CISM. Some of them were carried out
during the 62" CISM General Assembly in Ouagadougou, Burkina
Faso. During this event, an Italian Military plane unloaded sports
equipment in Ouagadougou that was donated by famous Italian
companies - Mondo, Technogym, Alenia - for the Armed Forces of
Burkina Faso. This was the result of an initiative by President Gola
which was much appreciated by the authorities of the host country. At
the same time, in partnership with CISM, FIFA donated 350 footballs to
Burkina Faso. It was the first time in its history that CISM conducted a
solidarity action of such magnitude jointly with another international
sports organisation. Finally, school equipment was shipped to Somdé
de Kossoghin Primary School in Ouagadougou. A CISM delegation
comprising Colonel M. van Meurs, Secretary-General; Colonel Major
Bouhaouala, President of the Solidarity Commission; Commandant D.
M. Koita, African liaison officer at the CISM General Secretariat; and
Adjudant De Vos, photographer and initiator of the project, visited
this school accommodating 1,200 pupils to deliver supplies to school
Director Pierre Sawadogo with the parents” association attending. The
Secretary-General then took the floor to encourage younger children
to study, respect others and practice solidarity and sport.

It was not enough; the CISM Family wanted to do more... and did.

Educating peace, a concept
transformed in actions

very year brings a new challenge for CISM. “How do we contribute

to world peace through sport?” was the core message delivered

by the five founding countries of CISM 59 years ago. So, what was
CISM's creative answer to this question in 20077
The actions completed in 2007 clearly confirm that CISM's statutory
bodies were right to continue to invest in education; i.e. to keep
spreading a message of peace through the CISM motto: “Friendship
through Sport”.
It may sound like an old-fashioned concept at first, that is until we
take a closer look at the results. Yearly, more than 10,000 troops take
part in CISM events. “Where do you come from?” is a frequently asked
question in the Olympic-style villages of the CISM athletes. Many new
friendships are formed among the military from different nations and
multinational group pictures are very popular. Pins are exchanged. Email
contacts are made. Certainly, some of this military sport contingent will
be deployed in a peacekeeping mission soon, bring the concept with
them: it is possible to establish a peaceful relationship using sport as
an instrument.
Let us further illustrate this theoretical concept with concrete facts.
From 14 to 21 October 2007 in Hyderabad and Mumbai, India, the
Indian Armed Forces organised the biggest Sport for Peace Festival
ever - the 4™ Military World Games. For the first time in history, 5,500
military athletes representing 101 different countries from all parts of
the world, met on sports fields rather than the battlefield.
During the Games, Afghanistan and Germany were eliminated from
the men’s football tournament. However, they would not be true
football players if they let a mere defeat spoil the joy they get from
their playing equipment. Being out of the 4" Military World Games
did not mean the end of football. Without further ado, the two teams
organised a friendly match.
