We can also be
pleased of the attribution of our major sports events until
2015 to host cities as follows:

2013:  Military World Winter Games in Annecy, in France,
Military World Football Trophy in Baku, in
Azerbaijan,

2014:  Military World Cadet Games in Quito, in Ecuador,

2015:  Military World Summer Games in Mungyeong, in

the Republic of Korea.

As for the CISM International Foundation, it has now
been set up and we are presently working to make it
operational. We strongly believe in this initiative which is
supported by Mr. Adolf OGI who is encouraging us in this
respect, for the promotion of the visibility of our social
action, in order to generate additional financial means
from people and organizations that believe in our ideal,
Friendship through sport.

Confronted with the financial crisis that is presently hitting
most of our member countries, we must show proof
of imagination to search for additional financial means
beside the contributions of member countries in order to
sustain the future of our organization.

I am convinced that we are moving toward the right
direction in the framework of the professionalization of
the organization of our events, thanks to the support of
our experts within the international sports movement,
to the improvement of our overall communication
and marketing strategy, in order to enable the
commercialization of our major competitions. CISM, like
all other international sports associations, can pull out a
better profit from this approach.

CISM Board of Directors Meeting in Algiers

The CISM Board of Directors held its first 2011 meeting in
Algiers between 22 and 24 March under the patronage
of H.E. Mr Abdelaziz Bouteflika, President of the Republic,
Supreme Commander of the Armed Forces and Minister
of Defence. The Armed Forces of the Democratic and
Popular Republic of Algeria made available to our
Directors the state-of-the-art facilities of the Cercle
national des Armées, the crown jewel of the beautiful
Algerian capital’s reception infrastructure.

Following his election to the positions of CISM President
for Africa and President of OSMA (African Military Sport
Organisation), General Dr. Benzianne Meguedad, Chief of
the Algerian Delegation to CISM, was keen to organise
in parallel with Board sessions several consultation
meetings between the CISM Solidarity Commission and
representatives of the African Liaison Offices to coordinate
the ambitious solidarity flight schedule developed to allow
a great many African military athletes to travel to the Rio
Games in July. In the event, the Brazilian Delegation, the

General Secretariat, the representatives of the respective
Liaison Offices and the Solidarity Commission worked for
three days to finalise this, the most ambitious such plan
ever contemplated by CISM.

As for the Board of Directors, its work focused on
preparations for the 66" General Assembly & Congress
in Seoul and in particular examined the proposals of
the Regulations Working Group whose final outcomes
were submitted to the very General Assembly meeting
in Seoul. A substantial share of the work was also
dedicated to our organisation’s finances and to the CISM
International Foundation. The CISM Secretary-General
went over the strategic objectives of the 2011 Business
Plan and presented the outcomes of the work done in
cooperation with the CISM Planning and Development
Commission to draw up the CISM Strategic Plan for the
period 2011-2018. This plan, which can be summed up
as “adjusting to become stronger” is the result of long-
term work undertaken at the Strategic Seminar held in
Belgrade in September 2009.
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Algeria has always been a very enterprising country on
behalf of - especially northern - Africa and in particular to
enhance the influence of CISM and military sport in this
part of the world. So in between working sessions, the
CISM Board members were invited to visit the brand new
facilities of the Algerian military athletes” large Training and
Performance Centre. The positive impact of this modular,
state-of-the-art, multi-purpose sport infrastructure will
undoubtedly be felt in years to come. Among others, the
Algerian national military football team will move in the
Centre to prepare for the Rio Games and train on a football
field that some top European football clubs would envy

them.

For the Closing Ceremony on the final day, the Algerian
Delegation had prepared a picture and drawing exhibition
going back over the great achievements of Algerian
military sport and the various CISM (General Assembly
and Board) meetings held in Algeria. A nice way of ending
a Board of Directors meeting on a nostalgic and hopeful
note.

CISM YEARBOOK 2011 RAPPORT ANNUEL DU CISM
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A Faultless Performance for Our Korean Hosts

The 66" CISM General Assembly and Congress held
its works in Seoul, Republic of Korea, between 9 and
12 May and the least we can say is that our Korean
hosts set a very high standard for the next organisers
to emulate. Everything was most carefully planned and
rehearsed for months with eventual perfection in mind;
and a flawless performance it was, as made plain by
the wide-eyed stare of our delegates and authorities
in the plenary room. Carefully followed protocol further
enhanced by innovative design and state-of-the-art
audiovisual equipment made for more than favourable
working conditions leading to composed and fruitful work
throughout 2011’s Korean week.

The morning of 9 May was dedicated to continental
meetings and the afternoon to the Opening Ceremony
and press conferences. So, all continents had an
opportunity to review their separate current issues and

in particular to reconcile calendars and future projects
within their respective continents. These continental
meetings are a very important component of every CISM
General Assembly meeting since many files submitted
to the General Assembly originate in the - sometimes
controversial - discussions initiated at continental level.

It was in a room packed with national and international
authorities that a new style of CISM Opening Ceremony
was inaugurated in the afternoon of 9 May. Breaking with
strict — exceedingly severe, some would say - tradition
and protocol, CISM had decided to turn this event into
a friendlier and above all spectacular occasion. This was
how the placement of the participants on the main
stage replacing the traditional — and not very congenial
- lines of tables sitting authorities evoked a major global
federation gala event. The Minister of Defence and our
President were the guests of honour of this Ceremony
during which CISM organised for the first time in 2011
its Awards ceremony to honour a number of departing

authorities and dignitaries with medals.




Financial autonomy, notoriety and visibility were the
three major commitments of Colonel Kalkaba at the
time of his election to the top position in CISM last year.
Thus the first session of the Congress was dedicated to
the contributions of the three experts who had been
working hand in hand with CISM for over a year to deliver
these objectives. Mr Clive Grinaker of GSM Sponsorship
introduced the new CISM Marketing Plan and detailed
his many positive contacts with a wide variety of
international companies that until recently did not even
know our organisation existed.

Next to take the floor was Mr Hédi Hamel, CEO of Sport
Extra Time, a television broadcasting and audiovisual
rights negotiation company, who introduced the ambitious
media coverage and TV programme production plan for
this summer’s 5" Military World Games in Rio.

Last to contribute was Mr Patrice Vernay, Director of
the CISM International Foundation. The objective of this
recently-developed tool is to interface between CISM
and the world of major international organisations and
key donors with the aim of identifying new resources to
finance the activities of CISM in areas including sport for
all, solidarity, development and peace through sport.

The other sessions of the Congress focused on more
internal CISM business and in particular on financial and
strategic issues and of course the presentation of the

new CISM Regulations. CISM’s strategy for the period

2011-2018 is spelled out in the CISM Strategic Plan
developed by the CISM Planning and Development
Commission over a period of more than nine months
following the Strategic Seminar held in Belgrade under
the aegis of the Serbian Delegation and organised jointly
with CISM HQ. The findings of the Belgrade event quite
logically served as a basis for this far-reaching analysis
and outlook effort which will in turn deliver guidelines for
the objectives of our organisation throughout the next
eight years.

The CISM  budgets, balance sheets and financial
statements were introduced by the Treasurer General
and the CISM Finance and Budget Commission.

During the General Assembly meeting as such, the CISM
Member Nations voted to approve the CISM budgets and
financial statements and the new Requlations and CISM
Strategic and Business Plans. Our delegates in particular
elected no fewer than nine new Board Members and
approved all the presented Decision Files

CISM came out of its Korean stay stronger than ever
with unanimously approved strategic guidelines, a brand
recognition policy that would soon start bearing fruit and
strengthened executive and decision-making bodies. So
this 66" CISM General Assembly and Congress was an
unmitigated success.
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Un sans faute pour nos hotes coréens

La journée du 9 mai fut consacrée aux réunions
continentales en matinée et aux cérémonies d'ouverture
et a la conférence de presse Iapres-midi. Ainsi, chaque
continent a pu passer en revue leurs divers dossiers en
cours et surtout harmoniser les calendriers et projets
futurs au sein de leurs continents respectifs. Ces réunions
continentales sont un élément tres important de chaque
Assemblée Générale du CISM car bon nombre de dossiers
proposés a |'Assemblée Générale tirent leurs racines
des débats, parfois mouvementés, entamés au niveau
continental.

Cest dans une salle comble dautorités locales et
internationales que s'est déroulée le 9 mai en apres-
midi une cérémonie douverture d'un genre nouveau au
CISM. Rompant avec la tradition stricte et le protocole,
trop figé diront certains, le CISM avait décidé de faire de
cette céremonie un moment plus convivial et surtout plus
spectaculaire. Ainsi, la disposition des participants sur la
scéne principale faisait plus penser a un gala d'une grande
fédération mondiale qu’a nos traditionnelles tables des
autorités alignées et fort peu conviviales. Ce furent le

Le dernier a prendre la parole fut Monsieur Patrice
Vernay, le Directeur de la Fondation internationale du
CISM. Cet outil fraichement crée a pour objectif de servir
d’interface entre le CISM et le monde des organisations
internationales et des grands donateurs de fonds afin
de trouver des moyens nouveaux de financement des
activités du CISM dans les domaines du sport pour tous,
de la solidarité, du développement et de la paix a travers
le sport.

CISM YEARBOOK 2011 RAPPORT ANNUEL DU CISM
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PRESIDENTS OF CISM SPORT COMMITTEES

On 1-3 February, Fontainebleau’s Centre National des
Sports de la Défense (“National Defence Training Centre”,
CNSD), France, hosted for the first time the meetings of
the Presidents of CISM Sport Committees (PCSC) and of
the Sports Commission of the International Military Sports
Council (CISM) to discuss issues including upcoming
international events such as the 5™ Summer Military
World Games to be held in Rio in July 2011, championship
requlations and the sports programmes for the next
several years.

Before starting their discussions in the afternoon of
Tuesday 2 Febuary, the participants of the meeting visited
the Centre sportif d'équitation militaire (CSEM - “Military
Equestrian Sports Centre”) in Fontainebleau, where they
observed blacksmiths at work, hammering horseshoes
in front of their anvils. They also met a few top notch
athletes including chief warrant officer (CWQO) Gilles
Véricel and Captain Stanislas De Zuchowicz, and visited
the Centre’s museum.

They then assembled in the main hall of Général
Bresson Training Complex — named after a former French
Commissioner for Military Sport - to attend the Opening
Ceremony in the presence of General Jacques Renaud,
chief of the French Delegation to CISM; Colonel Kalkaba,
President of CISM; and Colonel Morisod, Secretary-
General of CISM. Both the CISM and French flags were
brought in by 8 soldiers from among the ranks of CNSD
led by CWO Pascal Masson. The flags were raised as the
anthems were played, after which the meetings proper
began.

During the official dinner, three members of the French
army were made Officers in the Order of Merit of CISM
by CISM President Colonel Kalkaba in recognition of their
commitment to international sport:

brigadier-chef Abdi Djama-Galesh, former French

marathon and half marathon champion who also

took part in several world military cross-country and

marathon championships;

CWO Fabrice Guilley, in charge of the French military

judo team;

Major Thierry Cluzeau, CNSD head nurse who has

covered many international military sport events for a

decade.
As CISM was originally set up in France in 1948, the
managers of international military sport could hardly
fail to honour the founders of the institution. One of
the evening’s emotional moments was when the rank
of Commander in the Order of Merit of CISM, one of
its highest ranks, was awarded to Mrs Claude Debrus,
wife of Squadron Leader Henri Debrus, founder of CISM
in 1948. Aged 92 and currently unwell, her medal was
presented to her son Patrice Debrus, who toward the end
of the ceremony said: 7 was 77 when my father left the
Army. | didn’t know much about what hed done. So | did
a bit of research and now | realise the importance of his
action.” The second grande dame of CISM to be honoured
with the same title was Honorary Lieutenant Christiane
Durieux-Andrée who was in Nice with Squadron Leader
Henri Debrus when CISM was set up in 1948 (see CISM
Magazine nr 150).
General Renaud and Colonel Kalkaba paid a vibrant tribute
to the work and action of Squadron Leader Debrus who
in the aftermath of the Second World War had the idea
of bringing the Armed Forces together on sports fields
rather than battlefields. “As far as we're concerned, your
father is the equivalent of Baron Pierre de Coubertin. He
created military sport, we owe him a huge debt and we
endeavour to continue his work.”

I'adjudant-chef Fabrice Guilley, responsable de
I"équipe de France militaire de judo
le major Thierry Cluzeau, infirmier-major du CNSD qui a
couvert de nombreuses compétitions internationales
militaires depuis une dizaine d’années.
Le CISM ayant été créé en France en 1948, les
responsables du sport militaire international ne pouvaient
faire autrement que de mettre a I’'honneur les fondateurs
de linstitution. Moment émouvant de la soirée, une
des plus hautes distinctions, le grade de commandeur
dans l'ordre du Mérite du CISM, a été accordé a Mme
Claude Debrus, I'épouse du chef d'escadron Henri Debrus,
créateur du CISM en 1948. Agée de 92 ans et actuellement
souffrante, sa médaille a été remise a son fils Patrice
Debrus qui déclarait a l'issue : «/avais 17 ans quand mon
pere a quitté larmée.

Jai donc fait quelques recherches et je
me rends compte maintenant de l'importance de son

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DAY RUN

The CISM Day Run, one of the most important events
organized by CISM every year, takes place on the 18th of
February, celebrating the founding of CISM (18.02.1948)
and gathers for one day, under the sport’s flag, the soldiers
and civilians of the whole world. This annual rendezvous
aims not only to advertise the CISM motto of “Friendship
through Sport” with the 19 million soldiers and officers of
its 133 Member Nations but also to generate enthusiasm
for the cause of worldwide peace with the international
bodies that work in the same spirit. In addition to the
message of peace conveyed by this event, the project
also aims to promote the principle of “sport for all” and
allows everyone and anyone regardless of sporting ability
and rank to show up on the start line.

In five years, the number of participants has almost
quadrupled, rising from 150,000 in 2006 to 592.000 in
2011. And a total of 81 countries have organized at least
once a CISM Day Run event since the beginning of this
project in 2006. This year, the CISM Day Run event was
organized for the very first time in Ecuador and Kuwait,
but in countries such as Albania, Algeria, Belgium, Finland,
Greece, ltaly, Latvia, Luxemburg, Morocco, Norway,
Pakistan, Slovenia, Thailand and Turkey, the CISM Day Run
has clearly become a tradition.

Keeping the 5™ CISM Military World Games in the line of
fire, in 2011 CISM has invited all member nations to take
part in this annual rendezvous, emphasizing particularly
on the promotion of the Games. 35 Member Nations
organized sport events in 2011, bringing together a total
of 592,000 servicemen and women throughout world
under the banner of sport.

The CISM Day Run event in Brazil showed to be
remarkably unique for the personnel belonging to
the Brazilian Armed Forces. More than 60,000 people
celebrated the 63 CISM Anniversary by walking/running
on Brazilian territory, during the “CISM Day Run”. Civilian
and military together, children and senior citizens, men
and women wearing white T-shirts with the symbol of
the Military Games spent the sunny Sunday morning
stating their support for peace. From the coastal to the
in-land borders, and from northern to southern Brazil, this
magnificent event delighted not only the participants, but
also the spectators because, along with the practice of
sports, it brought about, as a result, an involving message
claiming for something the mankind has been searching
for since long ago: peace.

In 2012, CISM renews the invitation for all member
nations to take part for a new substantial goal to CISM
Day Run Project: increase the numbers of participants in
order to reach 750,000 soldiers running for peace.

FRIENDSHIP THROUGH SPORT

Following Serbia in 2009 and Croatia in 2010, the
3" edition of the CISM Futsal Cup for Peace was held this
year in Novo Mesto, Slovenia. This unique tournament
was developed for the six former Yugoslavia Republics.
They decided to meet every year in a different country to
once again show the world that peace among them is one
of their top priorities. In this, the CISM Motto (“Friendship
Through Sport”) finds a worthy echo. Football was chosen
because all six countries have excellent, continental-class
players!

It all began with an Opening Ceremony at the sports hall
that hosted the event. The six delegations marched past
behind their respective flags to the tune of the Slovenian
Army Band and with the Secretary of Defence, the Mayor
of Novo Mesto and General Bojan Pograjc, member of
the CISM Board of Directors, attending.

The Secretary of Defence recalled Slovenia’s short but
eventful history within CISM: “We joined in 1992 and have
since hosted the world military cycling championship and a
regional CISM Championship. Next year, it will be the World
Military Ski Championship’s turn. The organisers of each
of those events earned CISM’s warmest congratulations.
This tournament is of special significance, as it aims to
rebuild friendly ties among those six countries. It is an
honour for us to host this 3 edition, following Serbia and
Croatia.” The Mayor then addressed the players before
General Bojan Pograjc declared the tournament open.
Over the next two days, the tournament held all its
promises and it was not until the very last penalty shoot-
out that Slovenia prevailed over Bosnia — despite trailing

4-1 with only ten minutes to go. Driven by their supporters,

the local team managed to reverse the situation to their
advantage.

At the victory ceremony, attended by the Mayor of Novo-
Mesto, CISM Secretary-General Colonel Morisod and the
Chiefs of Delegations, General Bojan Pograjc thanked
the participants and the organisers as well as the City of
Novo-Mesto, without whom the tournament could not
have been held. “It proves that we need to keep building
ties between the military and civilian worlds. | am also
delighted with the presence in the stands of primary and
secondary pupils. Over these two days, you have sent
a message of peace and tolerance. Who better than
you could embody the CISM motto, Friendship through
Sport? It is your responsibility to carry on in future.” He
then handed over the cups and trophies with Colonel
Morisod. In his address, the latter emphasised that “since
its establishment in 1948, CISM has always sought to
promote friendship amongst peoples. At the last Military
World Games in Rio, | saw nations in conflict fraternising!
With this tournament, you have made a dream - that
only very recently seemed hardly conceivable — come
true: successfully bringing together on a football field
the six former Yugoslav Republics! This major, traditional
event is now on tracks and must be perpetuated.

Apres la Serbie en 2009, la Croatie en 2010, la 3¢ édition
de la CISM Futsal Cup for Peace s'est tenue, en Slovénie, a
Novo Mesto Cette compétition unique en son genre a été
créée pour 6 anciennes républiques de I'ex-Yougoslavie.
Elles ont décidé de retrouver chaque année dans un pays
différent pour démontrer une de fois de plus au monde
que la paix entre eux est I'un de leur priorité primordiale.
La devise du CISM : «Amitié par le sport» trouve ici toute
sa résonnance. Le football a été choisi car ces 6 pays
possedent en leurs seins dexcellents footballeurs de
classe continentale !

Tout a commencé avec une cérémonie douverture dans
le complexe sportif ou se tenait la compétition. Les 6
délégations ont défilé derriere leurs drapeaux respectifs
au son de la musique de l'armée slovene en présence
de nombreuses personnalités dont le secrétaire d’état a
la Défense, le maire de Novo Mesto et le général Bojan
Pograjc, membre du comité directeur du CISM.

Le secrétaire d’état a la Défense a rappelé la courte mais
déja chargée histoire slovene au sein du CISM. «Elle a fait
son entrée en 1992 et a organisé ces dernieres années
le championnat du monde de cyclisme et un CISM-R de
Jjudo.

EDITION OF THE MILITARY
WORLD GAMES

Unprecedented achievements for the CISM World
Summer Games in Rio de Janeiro !

The 5™ edition of the Military World Games was held in
Rio de Janeiro on 16-24 July 2011. Some 5.000 Athletes
from a hundred and eleven different countries came to
compete in 21 sports under the CISM motto: Friendship
Through Sport. This fifth edition of the largest military
sport event in the world achieved numerous successes
and went far beyond our expectations. Most notably the
fact that for the first time in the history of the world, the
representatives of not less than 111 Armed Forces met
together in a peaceful way. Former enemies cheering up
on sports fields and ancient rivalries left aside to celebrate
sportsmanship and fair play... only CISM can do that!

For this event, first class sports facilities were provided
for the military athletes; most of those facilities had
been built for the Rio Pan-American games 2007 and
some of them will be used during the Football World Cup
20714 and the Olympic Games 2016, such as the Joao
Havelange Olympic Stadium, the shooting range that
had already welcomed the latest world military shooting
championship, the “Maria Lenk” swimming pool and also
Maracanazinho volleyball hall.

16-24 July 2011
Rio de Janeiro, Brazil

It is worth being noted that the Brazilian Armed Forces
built 3 villages with a capacity of 2.500 beds each to
accommodate the athletes and sports officials during
this week. Some of this huge housing investment will be
used by the Armed Forces to accommodate the officers
and their families in the future, quite a tremendous legacy
indeed!

The CISM Games have become “The Peace Games”.

During his campaign to win the bid for the Olympics 2016,
the former President of Brazil, Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva was
the first man to officially nickname the CISM Games “the
Peace Games”. That expression then toured around the
world and was backed up by the whole population of
Rio’s Cariocas who massively attended the sport events
to take part in that Peace celebration.

The Opening Ceremony of the Peace Games held in an
Olympic stadium that was packed to the rafters on the
day and animated by indescribable popular ardour as an
entire people dressed in yellow and green danced to the
rhythm of the samba as they waited for the festivities
to start in the presence of many civilian and military
personalities including Brazilian President Dilma Roussef
and CISM President Colonel Hamad Kalkaba-Malboum.
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The lights went out and night had fallen to welcome on
the field a variety of military bands playing to different
lighting effects. At the end of the final countdown, the flag
detail entered to hoist the flags of Brazil and the Olympic
Committee on the masts installed for that purpose in
front of the flame. The Ceremony could proceed with
the delegations entering the field. Marching behind their
respective flags and name boards, they all saluted the
authorities and the audience in genuine communion. A
world map was projected on the field, which the athletes
walked around as they marched past. A magnificent
sound and light show followed, with scenes represented
by thousands of volunteers: the party was in full swing.
Before the Brazilian and CISM Presidents officially opened
these 5 Military World Games, the CISM flag entered the
stadium and was hoisted. An athlete and a referee swore
the oath of behalf of all the athletes and officials before
the long-awaited moment of the lighting of the cauldron.

A breathtaking Ceremony marked by an unforgettable
moment.

One particular secret had been well kept: the name of
the final bearer who would light the spectacular cauldron.
The light was shone on him at the very last instant: it
was the greatest football player ever, Edson Arantes do
Nascimento, better known as Pelé, former CISM athlete
during his “military duty time”. The spectators and the
athletes could not believe their eyes and a gigantic clamor
rose in the stadium as he climbed the steps and lit the
cauldron. As always in Brazil, it all ended with music to the
rhythm of samba, in a great final concert. On to the sports
show then! For 8 days, the roughly 5.000 athletes gave
their very best in 21 disciplines. One look at performances
was enough to see that the highest level was achieved
and that many new CISM records were set.

The CISM World Games : a perfect preparation for the
next sporting challenges of Brazil.

Interviewed about the CISM Games during the Radio
show “Breakfast with the President”, President Dilam
Roussef was very positive about the CISM Games: “Brazil
has built and renovated sports facilities to welcome
the CISM World Games, we set up a structure of first
quality to ensure the best conditions for the athletes
and to welcome the tourists who will follow the sports
competitions...the training unified civilian and military
people, and the building phase of the athletes villages
created 7000 jobs.”

Between two compliments to the organization of the
50 CISM world Games, the President of the Brazilian
Olympic Committee, Carlos Arthur Nuzman, considered
what he called the “Human capital” as the main
contributions of the events. For the President of Rio
2016, “the experience accumulated by all those who
participated as volunteers will be a key to Rio 2016. This
education of the human capital is essential. That we do
not have in large quantities in Brazil and this kind of event
only serves to give these people skills.”

A sports “mano a mano” between Brazil and China.
After 2h18:17 of a race alongside Copacabana and
Flamengo beaches, the first gold Medal ended around the
neck of to the French marathon runner, Patrick Tambwe
who crossed the finish line 26 seconds before his French
Legion comrade Rachid Ghamnoumi and 2 minutes
before the legendary Kenyan Paul Kosgei completing the
first podium in Rio.

On the other sports fields, the different sports encounters
rapidly became a match between Brazil and China to lead
the Medals tally and it was only at the last day of finals
that Brazil emerged as winner of the medals tally.

The competitions went on a very high standard. Many
elite sportsmen and women who have been used to




top the civilian podiums around the world learnt at a
high price that the military athletes were also strong
competitors. The young Qatari soldier, Essam Barshim
perfectly exemplified that military sports quality. During
the high jump contests, he was the only one to pass the
bar of 2m21, defeating the Ukrainian Krimarenko (IAAF
world champion 2005). He then decided to attempt the
CISM record set at 2m28 by the Romanina Popescu in
1993. The first attempt was a successful jump at 2m29
for the IAAF junior champion who has clearly become a
name to remember...

A total of 619 medals were awarded during the 5™ CISM
World Summer Games with 23 new CISM World Records:
a good harvest for the CISM top event.

Military sports images all over the world.

In terms of TV Production and Broadcasting, CISM can be
extremely grateful to the commitments of the Brazilian
Armed Forces who spared no efforts to disseminate
our message all over the world. The Company Sports
Extra Time (SET) became our partner in that endeavor.
In the end, of that adventure, SET managed to deliver
daily in French, English and Portuguese to all Brazilian
broadcasters and some 110 other broadcasters all over
the world some 12h50 of live events, 3 X 3 mins of sports
highlights and 1 X 26 mins of highlights. Quite a fantastic
achievement for the CISM Games indeed.!

To achieve that success, SET had to deploy 450 people for
the technical teams from 19 different nationalities, 600
tons of material, 14 OB Vans and 16 Fly away and ENG
cameras to produce some 880 h of unilateral signal fiber
and 630 h transmission via EBU Satellites. This is most
probably the most impacting achievement of the CISM
Games. From the TV production point of view, one could
say that there were the Summer Games before Rio and

there will be the CISM Games after Rio...higher standards,
more visibility and lasting and impacting TV product. From
now on, our athletes will get the prominence they have
always deserved on TV.

From Rio to Mungyeong As for the Closing Ceremony, it
was designed as a great popular party and it reached that
goal and much more. No more ceremony, no more official
parade, no more uniforms, flags or country nametags. All
athletes wore tracksuits and they were all mixed for one
purpose: to party and allow the public to thank them for
their performances. They all entered the stadium with a
camera or camcorder to memorialize this unforgettable
event. Much more than just a term or a fleeting moment,
Friendship Through Sport as the CISM motto since 1948
became reality. President Kalkaba then declared these
Games officially closed and the CISM flag was lowered.
The Brazilian Delegation passed it on to the South Korean
hosts of the 6" edition scheduled in Mungyeong in 2015.
The show lasted well into the night as the stadium turned
into a huge dance floor on which all athletes had a good
time. Thank you Rio, see you in South Korea in four years

Apres 2h18:17 d'une course le long des plages de
Flamengo et Copacabana, la premiere médaille des jeux
fut accrochée au cou du marathonien francais Patrick
Tambwe qui franchit Ia ligne d'arrivée 26 secondes avant
son compatriote et camarade de la légion étrangere
francaise Rachid Ghammoumi et deux minutes avant le
légendaire kényan Paul Kosgei qui compléte le premier
podium a Rio.
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Sur les autres terrains de sports, les différentes rencontres
sportives sont rapidement devenues un match entre
le Brésil et la Chine pour la premiere place au tableau
des meédailles.

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CISM SOLIDARITY TRAVEL PLAN

In the frame of the 5" World Military Games, CISM decided
to enlarge the meaning of its motto by developing a
Solidarity Travel Plan to Rio. The project was established
to give equal opportunities to all member nations offering
two to five seats in military planes or commercial flight
for athletes and coaches from less privileged nations.

The objectives of this action were to reach at least
110 countries represented in the Peace Games in Rio
de Janeiro — Brazil in 2011 and to contribute towards
the balanced and harmonious development of military
personnel, by supporting less privileged members in the
name of ‘Friendship through Sports’.

The International Olympic Committee also joined this
project by providing financial support. Brazil, Canada, USA
and Italy joined the effort, offering seats in their military
plane to Rio, as well as funds to support travels to hub
cities in America and Africa.

In order to maximize the results, the available means
for the CISM Solidarity Travel Plan were managed all
together. The figures presented below give an idea of the
magnitude of this successful initiative.

> More than 450 seats in military plane were offered;

> Almost 130,000.00 were invested;

> 542 people from 50 different nations benefited,
representing 45% of the nations present in the
event.

> Africa had in total 33 nations participants in the
Games. From this total almost 80% (26 countries)
benefit from the Travel Plan. This is the biggest
African participation in a CISM event ever;

> 16 athletes directly supported by the project won
18 medals: 4 gold, 1 silver and 13 bronze (2 athletes
won 2 medals each); and

>  Emblematic nations as for instance Afghanistan,
Yemen, Lebanon, as well as Montenegro, Serbia,
Macedonia, Bosnia & Herzegoving, Slovenia and
Croatia, adhered to the plan and took part in the
Peace Games in Rio, thus strengthening their
commitment to the peace process in their region.

Thanks to the commitment of several key highly motivated
people in all continents, and a tireless coordination work
of the CISM General Secretariat, CISM could achieve an
impressive result and spread worldwide the real values
of ‘Friendship through Sports’.
